All courses in the disciplinary emphasis 
must be completed with grades of “C” or better.

**The disciplinary emphasis in science can include all biological, all physical science or a mixture of biological and physical science courses. The recommended 
distribution for the social science emphasis is a combination of History (9 s.h.) plus 9 s.h. in Psych, Soc, or Econ. (Other distributions of social science courses can 
be approved by the Department Chair.)
