


Program Overview
The Master of Business Administration (M.B.A.) program at Benedictine University
has prepared students for managerial roles in corporate and human service organizations
for more than 30 years. Leaders in the 21st century must make their way through the
maze of market uncertainty, global competition, ethical challenges and constant change.
By conveying practical knowledge and essential skills in such areas as management,
accounting, economics, finance, strategy and marketing, the Benedictine M.B.A.
prepares you to meet these challenges. Upon completion of the Benedictine M.B.A.
program, you will possess the analytical and theoretical tools essential to make sound
business decisions. You may also choose to pursue a greater level of knowledge in a
specialized area of business by focusing in one of 16 areas of concentration. The M.B.A.
is an essential factor for your career growth and leadership development. Widely
recognized as a powerful professional credential, the Benedictine M.B.A. is available
through five delivery options to best suit your personal and professional needs.

Program Formats
Traditional M.B.A. Program
Benedictine University’s Traditional M.B.A. program is designed for working adults with
at least two years of professional work experience. Evening and weekend classes are ideal
for those who seek flexibility in their course schedules. Classes are conducted one
evening per week per class on the main campus in Lisle. The M.B.A. degree requires a
total of 64 quarter credit-hours at the graduate level or the equivalent of 16 courses. The
Benedictine M.B.A. program believes in building on your knowledge and experience, not
replicating what you already know. The M.B.A. program may accept up to 16 quarter
credit-hours toward the master’s degree for graduate coursework completed at another
institution. An additional 16 quarter credit-hours may be waived for prior undergraduate
coursework taken within the last seven years, pending department chair approval. This
means that you can potentially complete your degree in as little as one year.

Online M.B.A. Program
The Online M.B.A. program offers Benedictine’s highly-rated academic program with
distance learning. Online students complete their degree in the comfort of their own
home. The Online M.B.A. is designed for experienced professionals who need a flexible
learning option. Online classes are accelerated and designed to allow students to
complete their degree in less than two years.

Learning Team M.B.A. Program
Benedictine University’s Learning Team M.B.A. program is an evening and weekend
program. Students complete an M.B.A. degree in less than two years while attending
evening classes one course at a time, once per week. Learning team study group sessions
also are conducted weekly. New learning teams start regularly during the year at
locations throughout the Chicago area and Northern Illinois, including our newest
location in Naperville.

International M.B.A. Program
Benedictine University’s International M.B.A. program prepares students to enter today’s
dynamic global workplace with the assurance of superior personal and intellectual
development, along with the important understanding of today’s multi-cultural
environment. Students complete 64 credits in 13 core M.B.A. courses, plus three courses
focusing on international business. Those students interested in a truly international
experience have the opportunity to take their concentration courses at Le Groupe Sup de
CO Montpellier, France, Copenhagen Business School or one of Benedictine’s partner
universities in Shenyang, China. Summer sessions at Montpellier, China or Copenhagen
Business School offer coursework in an accelerated 12-to-21-day format.

Internship Program (4+1) 
Our Internship M.B.A. program was developed specifically for recent graduates and
offers a professional internship experience supervised by a faculty advisor. Students
complete 64 credits in one year. Classes are conducted on evenings, weekends and online
to allow for the demands of daytime internships.
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Curriculum
The Master of Business Administration requires a total of 64 quarter credit-hours. 

Dual Degrees

Benedictine University offers dual M.B.A. degrees with graduate degree programs in Management
Information Systems (M.B.A./M.S.M.I.S.), Management and Organizational Behavior
(M.B.A./M.S.M.O.B.), Public Health (M.B.A./M.P.H.) and Accountancy (M.B.A./M.S.A.). Dual
degree programs consist of 96 quarter credit-hours. Application and admission are required to each
graduate program, and students must complete all requirements for the selected dual degree.

Certificates

Certificate programs are designed for concentrated focus beyond the core M.B.A. curriculum.
Students can also choose from programs in Accounting, Advanced Accounting (accounting courses
may be counted toward fulfillment of the Illinois CPA Society 150 rule), Auditing***, Business
Administration, Entrepreneurship and Managing Innovation, Financial Management, Forensic
Accounting***, Human Resource Management*, Information Systems Management**, International
Management, Marketing, Operations Management and Logistics, Organization Development*,
Project Management and Sustainable Business and Leadership. Courses may be taken any quarter of
the year and some may be applied toward the M.B.A. degree for students who are accepted into the
degree-seeking program.
