Fire is one of the most common disasters in the 
United States and is responsible for over 3,500 deaths a year 
across the nation.   
 
Some Basic Fire Safety Tips                            
 
Check your smoke detector batteries once a month.   
 
Have an escape plan, get out safely.  Have a meeting place. 
 
Don’t overload extension cords or electrical outlets. 
 
Install and know how to operate a fire extinguisher.  
Sound an alarm and shout “FIRE” to alert those in your living 
area. 
DO NOT use elevators during a fire or emergency.  Use the 
stairs. 
 
Check doors for heat by touch prior to opening.  Hot=Fire. 
 
If you encounter smoke, get close to the floor and crawl.

UNDERAGE CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOL  
 (At Benedictine University) 

 
Students need to be aware of the consequences they now 

face when they choose to drink alcohol, while under age, on 
campus.  University Police have (3) options when dealing 
with students regarding matters of underage consumption. 

 
University Police may file a police report and forward it to 
the Dean of Students for Judicial action, which requires no 
further police involvement.  University Police at our 
discretion may file criminal charges for: Underage 
Consumption, and Possession of alcohol by a person under 
21.  This would result in University Police arresting all 
persons under (21) and assigning them court dates for 
DuPage County Court.   
 
Additionally, all persons present that are (21) and over 
may be charged with providing alcohol to minors and 
arrested.   After being referred to the Dean of Students, 
he may refer you back to University Police for criminal 
charges. 
 

CITATION APPEALS BOARD 
 
Benedictine University would like to remind the campus 
population of the student led Citation Appeals Board.  This 
Board is to be comprised of students, staff and (1) University 
Police Officer acting as a non-voting advisor.   
 
University Police are hoping that students interested in due 
process or who have issues with current enforcement, sign up 
to participate on the Citation Appeals Board which will meet 
(2) times per month. 
 
This will allow students a change for peer resolution regarding 
tickets received from University Police.
