On March 4th, 2009, Sgt. Paul Creekmore and
Chief Michael Salatino testified before the
Higher Education Committee of the 96" General
Assembly, to amend the Private College Campus
Police Act (HB2507), which would greatly
enhance the law enforcement abilities of all
private colleges and universities in Illinois, who
have invoked the Act.

We received a unanimous vote from the
committee to amend the Act, with their
endorsement to pass the legislation on to the
Senate and then on for the Governor’s signature.
